Kiyoshi Kurokawa has an MD degree from the University of Tokyo. After completing his clinical
training, Dr. Kurokawa moved to the United States in 1969 where he taught and researched at
the Universities of Pennsylvania (School of Medicine), Southern California, and UCLA (School of
Medicine; professor from 1979-). He returned to the University of Tokyo Faculty of Medicine in
1984 and became Chair of Department of Medicine in 1989. From 1996-2002, he was Dean of
Tokai University School of Medicine and served as the Director of the Institute of Medical
Sciences at Tokai University from 2002 to 2004. He is currently a Professor, National Graduate
Institute for Policy Studies and Professor Emeritus of the University of Tokyo. He is also a Senior
Scientist of the Earth Institute, Columbia University. He has served as President of the Science
Council of Japan (2003-2007), Special Advisor to the Cabinet (2006-08) and a Commissioner on
the WHO Commission for Social Determinants of Health (2005-08).

Shigeru Miyagawa is Professor of Linguistics at Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT) and
holds the Kochi-Manjiro Chair, Professor of Japanese Language and Culture. His linguistics
publications include several books/monographs and nearly fifty articles. For his work in
interactive media, such as “Star Festival,” “JP NET,” and “Visualizing Cultures,” he has been
awarded the MIT Class of 1960 Innovation in Education Award, the Irwin Sizer Award for the
Most Significant Improvement to MIT Education, Best of Show at the MacWorld Exposition,
Distinguished Award from Multimedia Grandprix 2000, and was named by the magazine
Converge as one of twenty national “Shapers of the Future.” He was on the original MIT faculty
team that recommended ‘Open Course Ware'.

This Roundtable represents the second lecture in the 2009 UNITAR Hiroshima Series on Diversity. The first, given
by Carlos Lopes, Executive Director of UNITAR, focused on the economic and social benefits of a knowledge-based
society created by diversity. In this second lecture, two Japanese scholars, leaders in their fields, will give their
perspectives on diversity in Japan specifically based on their own national and international experiences.

- What can Japan offer the world in this area?
