The authors are kindly requested to indicate their affiliation, contact details, and to which of the conference themes, listed in the Call for Papers, their work relates. As noted in the Call, the conference organizers seek three types of written contributions: (1) Synopsis Papers of past workshops, consultations, and key events; (2) Review and Discussion Papers; and (3) Case Study Papers.
